About the Creed?

Every Sunday, and on Solemnities, we recite the Creed during the Mass. The
Creed (from the Latin: credo, “I believe”) is a summary of the most important
dogmas of Catholicism, which lie at the heart of our faith.

The form of the Creed used at most Masses is the Nicene Creed. The name
comes from the Council of Nicaea, one of the more significant Ecumenical
Councils of the Church, which took place in 325AD. It was at this Council that
the words of the creed were decided upon after many years of theological
debate over matters such as the humanity and divinity of Christ, the nature of
and relationships between the persons of the Trinity and other fundamental
Christian doctrines.

There is another version of the Creed accepted by the Catholic Church, known
as the Apostles’ Creed. This is a shorter version and was written earlier than
the Nicene Creed. It doesn’t go into as much theological detail as the Nicene
Creed because it was formulated before some of the more complex doctrinal
guestions became an issue for.

Either creed can be used at Sunday Masses. In our parish we are using the
Apostles’ Creed during the seasons of Easter and Christmas, and the Nicene
Creed at other times.
